Dear Parents,

     Here are a few items we hope you find helpful in preparing for the End of Grade Test. Please practice with your child at home www.ncpublicschools.org/accountability/testing/eog/sampleitems/.  Mark your calendar for May 30- June 4. Third grade takes a Math and Reading test. We also put some vocabulary on the bottom of the sheet that every third graders should know. 
    You many want to review meanings of the following words for Math: denominator, mass, grams, solution, compare, describe (tell all about), demonstrate, equivalent (equal), altogether, gallons, angles, circumference, area, perimeter, and estimate. According to DPI the test will have a higher percentage of Operations/Algebraic Thinking type Math questions. We have worked with calculators in class, but home review might be helpful, too.  
     The reading portion of the EOG will be combination of all different types of texts such as stories, poems, fables, directions, nonfiction articles, and dramas. Some major Reading concepts covered are main idea, inference, context clues, character analysis, & point of view. Some parents find it helpful to review all standards.  Please keep practicing or reviewing areas missed on homework or assessment that come home in the Tuesday folder.  You may want to practice multiplication and division facts with flashcards or use the following websites: www.nctm.org, or www.multiplication.com. 
Finally, please encourage students to take their time and use a highlighter. One tip stressed in class is to write on the test by crossing out or eliminating choices that don’t make sense and circle answer in the book. Again we hope these tips give you a helpful head start in practicing at home.  We will begin concentrating in depth on the EOG in April.
