Math

  We will be rotating use of county alignment lessons, Math Expressions, and HBJ materials this year. There will be homework nightly that is checked the next day. This month we will review place value, odd/even numbers, and double digit addition/subtraction. Remember to continue practicing addition, and subtraction in real world settings. Also review multiplication facts (0, 1, 2, 5, & 10’s)    

ELA
   We will review nouns and set up our writer’s workshop (brainstorm writing topics).  We will also start composing journal entries and personal narratives.
  Our Literature block will consist of homeroom reading groups Monday through Friday. Our focus will be on comprehension, accuracy, fluency, and extending vocabulary. In class we will start by reading some short stories and novels (26th Fairmount Avenue & Freckle Juice).  Please read for 20 minutes every night and record it on your monthly reading log. Keep in mind that each student is required to have 8 AR points per quarter. We will also work on word parts (prefixes and root words) to strengthen students’ ability to spell and read words correctly. The comprehension focus will be on asking questions and finding the answer in the text. Please practice this skill at home too.
Social Studies/Science

 Our first Science unit is matter. Our big idea is matter can change with heat, cold, mixing, or chemical reaction.  This unit will be doing experiments on the different properties of matter and how they undergo changes.
  The first Social Studies unit is Geography.  Students will work on map skills, as well as, why land and people change over time. The first in class project will be to create an island with landforms.
